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There are still opportunities for additional 
consultants and subcontracting firms to be 
added to each team. Design-Build is a project 
delivery method that combines both the design 
and construction phases into one contract. The selected contract team completes the design and construction in
parallel instead of in succession, which saves time and resources.

Add a third lane of travel to eastbound and westbound I-64 between I-70 and Route K.

MoDOT will issue the Request for Proposal in July 2024 to these teams. The department will work through the
procurement process with these teams, who will submit their proposal for the potential selection of the winning
contract in Fall 2024. Construction could start as early as Spring 2025. There are still opportunities for additional
consultants and subcontracting firms to be added to each team.

Construction on Improve I-70 Project #1: Columbia to Kingdom
City began on Monday, July 8. Since the award of this project in
February, there has been a considerable amount of field work
taking place for survey, utility coordination, and geotechnical
sampling to advance the design of bridges and structural
retaining walls. Motorists will now see more construction work
and overnight lane reductions, specifically in the segment of
interstate between Callaway County Routes J and M.

Crews will begin by removing the median guard cable in this section and will work on placing fill material in the
median. Later in the summer, crews will pave the additional lane in each direction and will add the new permanent
concrete barrier wall to separate eastbound and westbound travel. By late 2024, the third lane is anticipated to be
complete and traffic will use this lane as crews shift drivers around construction while they rebuild the two existing
lanes of I-70. This configuration will allow two lanes of travel to remain open in both directions during peak travel
times. Construction on the I-70 and U.S. Route 63 interchange is currently scheduled to begin in August and will be
built concurrently with the rest of the project. Construction at the interchange at I-70 and Route 54 will begin later
this year. The Improve I-70 team encourages anyone traveling along I-70 to slow down to the posted work zone
speed limits and pay attention. Lane configurations will be changing throughout the process to allow as many lanes
of travel open as possible.
